· The vaccine is safe. Research shows that getting vaccinated is a smart decision, one that can save lives. 

· The flu shot reduces everyone’s workload. We all know how tough it can be to replace colleagues who are off sick. Influenza vaccination in the workplace can reduce absenteeism by up to 40 percent.
